Conversation

 
A "conversation" is the back and forth talking between a staff
member and a child, or a small group of children, one
listening, the other communicating either verbally or non-
verbally. There must also be a common topic of interest for
the conversation, something both staff and child are
interested in discussing. Conversations go beyond the simple
one-word-answer questions, and both staff and child must
take turns during the interaction.
